Maine Standard Offer

� The Standard Offer (SO) price is updated every 6 months
– A new SO prices becomes effective in September 1, 2005 through Feb 

2006
� The new offer increased rates

– BHE increased 22%
– CMP increased 27%

� The price for SO will change according to customer size
– <20 kw: market rates generally do not vary
– 20-400 kw:  seasonally differentiated rates
– >400 kw: monthly differentiated rates with peak, off peak and shoulder 

energy charges
� There is a penalty for customers who switch off of the SO rate before 

they have been on it for a 12 month period
– Two times the highest the monthly payment for the most recent period
– We can check with the utility for you to determine the length a facility has 

been on SO once we have your usage history
